Association 2nd Annual “ICE BREAKER” TOURNAMENT. This is going to be FUN, AGAIN!

It is a Dogfight, a skins game, a two golfer best ball net tournament, and a chance to win any of

five closest to the pin awards.  Come out and enjoy the company of good friends and especially take

the opportunity to make new ones.  

This tournament is open to EVERYONE!  Members and non-members alike.  All you need is a

verifiable handicap. This should be a great opportunity for you to invite a friend or two to join in the

fun at Rawl’s Creek.  Please sign up now in the Pro Shop.  Prior to the event the tournament

committee will pair the teams by handicap.  A low handicapper will be paired with a higher

handicapper to try and create parity among all the teams. A blind draw will then determine the make-

up of each foursome as well as the starting hole for a shot gun start at 12:30.

Everyone in the tournament will have a chance of winning something in one or more of the

following four ways: 

1) By earning sufficient points individually to place in the Dogfight (certificate prizes)

2) By winning a skin (cash prizes).  Skins can be gross or net but not both. Check one at sign up. 

3) By "brother in-lawing" well with the partner drawn to produce a low net, best ball net score

(certificate prizes)

4) By winning one or more of five closest to the pin awards (cash prizes) 

Following the rounds, everyone will continue to "BREAK THE ICE" at the Creekside Grille where

prizes will be awarded, winners will be congratulated, and losers can commiserate.

Costs for this event: Greens fees and cart fees ($14 for members and VERY SPECIAL $30 for

non-members) plus only a $20 entry fee.  Cash only please!  The entry fee shall be allocated as

follows: $5 to the gift certificates for the Dogfight, $5 for the gift certificates for the 2 golfer best ball

net event, $5 for the skins contest, and $5 for the closest to the pin awards which will be divided

equally.  .

(Note: This will be the ONLY Dogfight going on Sunday the 27th so be sure to sign-up early. 

Number and allocation of gift certificates for team best ball to be determined in same manner as

Dogfight payout system based upon number of 2 golfer teams with payout to 25% of field.   No

mulligan off the first tee will be used for this event. All other local Dogfight rules apply)
